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Welcome to a detailed update this month. Many strands of work are coming together, delivering
progress and a positive outlook that was inconceivable one year ago.

User Fee/Landing Card: The GA Aircraft User (“Landing Card”) fee was set on 23" September
2008 by Hampshire Police Authority, to be £550 inclusive of VAT per annum per aircraft and
£275 per annum per microlight.  This figure is two to three times the market rate comparison
data provided to the Constabulary by AOPA, however is substantially more realistic than the
prohibitive £2511 inclusive charge proposed by the Constabulary in June.

Considering inflation it is also reasonably in-line with the previously charged fee of £480
inclusive, proposed to the Chief Constable in April by the LFA - for re-instatement once
restrictions were lifted. Many thanks are due to AOPA and PNGC in supporting and participating
in our negotiations with Deputy Chief Constable lan Readhead over the summer.

Effective Date: By agreement the charge is backdated to 1* September 2008 for active aircraft
based at Lee since that date (i.e. since the mixed operations restriction was removed). The
Authority directed the Constabulary that it would not be appropriate to back-date the charge to
October 2006: “charges would not be invoiced retrospectively for the period when, based on
legal advice, charges were not made in order to protect the Authority’s position”. This was new
information, as in Oct 2006 users were informed the usual six-monthly invoices were not being
raised “due to a need to agree the level of charge with the new land owners (the MCA)".

“Grace and Favour”: Local councillors, MP’s, HPA and Daedalus Strategy Group Members are
now aware that the damaging assertion that “GA is present at Daedalus on a Grace and Favour
basis only”, often repeated throughout 2007, was not an accurate representation of the situation.
In September the HPA directed that the Constabulary Finance Director should include in the
accounts a note of Landing Card income not collected by the Constabulary during the period Oct
06-Aug 08.

User Licence: The terms and conditions for the User Licence associated with the User Fee
remain the subject of discussion with the Constabulary’s Force Solicitor and AOPA. AOPA are
optimistic that these discussions will come to a satisfactory conclusion in the near future.

To apply for a User Licence (i.e. Landing Card) for a based aircraft please refer initially to the
LFA website, which will be updated with more details when available. The landing card covers
access and use of the runway only, necessarily excluding any provision or access regarding land
or premises owned by SEEDA, which is a separate matter.
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Airfield Safety Committee:  This committee is being re-instated and will be chaired by
Hampshire Police Air Support Unit Chief Pilot Steve Attrill. LFA member is Jon Butts, with Steve
Cockshott as deputy. The first meeting is to be held on Friday 28th November 2008.

Airfield Safety Committee members from across the Daedalus “GA” community are: Atlas
Helicopters — Mike Burns, Solent Microlight Group — Cliff Shorter, Portsmouth Naval Gliding
Centre — John Hale, Lee Flying Group (Hangars P & R) — Malcolm Paul. MCA, CHC Helicopters,
GVA Grimley (SEEDA Agent), Fleetlands Heliport and AOPA also each provide a safety
committee member.

Going forward with the HPA and Constabulary: The HPA and Constabulary have no
remaining concerns regarding GA activities at Daedalus. Both organisations publicly expressed
at the September HPA meeting that they were very pleased that the situation at Daedalus has
been resolved, having made significant progress from the position of one year ago. HPA Member
Malcolm King JP was gracious in placing on the record recognition of the LFA in representing the
General Aviation community at Daedalus.

The HPA also supported a Constabulary recommendation that “it would prefer to move away
from major involvement in the running of the airfield. The extent to which this objective is
achievable and therefore, whether or not in the future the Constabulary will continue to have a
relationship with GA, depends not only on the negotiations with MCA but also on SEEDA's plans
for the wider airfield.”

This aligns with the LFA view that the airfield will be saved (be viable) medium to long term for
MCA SAR, Police aviation and Naval gliding and other such general aviation use by enabling it to
function as a normal UK general aviation airfield (not airport) - providing economic and aviation-
related employment benefit to the whole area. It is hoped that the strategic needs of all
stakeholders will coalesce around jointly contributing to and benefiting from successful operation
of the airfield. There is a golden opportunity to remove the uncertainty that has surrounded the
airfield and blighted the local area since 1996, with SEEDA in the lead on that.

SEEDA Update: The leases of remaining aviation tenants are expiring at or around year-end
2008. In October SEEDA instructed their site agents GVA Grimley to renew the leases of those
aviation tenants who wish to renew. LFA believe that all tenants wished to renew, but were
awaiting terms and conditions due to rumours that were circulated about a doubling of rents.
SEEDA confirmed to LFA recently that that rumour is not true.

Very positive news is that SEEDA confirmed GVA Grimley have also been instructed to grant
leases to new aviation tenants who have expressed interest in hangars and apron space
currently not in use. Leases are expected to be for a period of two years (2009-2010) - with a
break clause after one year to facilitate development of the site if that becomes possible in the
nearer term.

This is very positive approach to aviation at Daedalus, demonstrating, we believe, SEEDA’s
willingness to foster aviation on the airfield in the short-term and develop aviation in the medium
to longer term, regarding which LFA have introduced SEEDA to three potential airfield operators
- two of whom operate successful GA airfields elsewhere. The Harbour Economic Development
Forum (http://www.harbour-forum.co.ks also proactively engaged.

SEEDA will be holding a public exhibition and updat e on the Daedalus Master Plan during
December. We look forward to learning the extent to which aviation and aerospace
employment feature in the Master Plan for the whole airfield site.
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LFA Clubhouse and Hangar, Apron space

LFA has formally expressed interest in leasing a clubhouse, hangarage
and/or apron space for 2009-2010.

Based Aircraft: Having lost its’ two aircraft engineering businesses and flying schools the
resident aircraft fleet is now approximately a quarter of previous levels. However some aircraft
are beginning to return and it hoped this will grow to support local business and help
demonstrate demand for aviation as part of the mid/long term development plans.

To base an aircraft at Daedalus, the aircraft operator must first identify a legitimate place to
hangar or park the aircraft on SEEDA premises, by leasing such premises from SEEDA (through
GVA Grimley), or by agreement with an existing lease-holder who has space to accommodate
the aircraft within their leased area.

Secondly a “User Licence/Landing Card” must be obtained from Hampshire Constabulary for
access to and use of the runway. More details on LFA website when available from the
Constabulary.

Visiting Aircraft:  The current situation regarding visiting aircraft remains as has been the case
since 1996. Visiting pilots must obtain PPR by phone from Hampshire Constabulary’s'
aerodrome manager, Capt Robert Ruprecht on 02392 551 714. PPR is granted to pilots visiting
the area on bona fide business purposes - strictly business flights only - or visiting an airfield
tenant located on SEEDA-owned land.

A PPR number will be allocated on receipt of faxed proof of insurance, which is currently (under
review) still required to include £7.5m Crown Indemnity. Visiting pilots must be fully briefed as
per the Airfield Manual, also available on-line at www.eghf.co.uk.

Hampshire Police Air Support Unit has limited parking space and can provide no land-side
services other than access to land-side (e.g. typically for taxi-cab ride to a meeting). Hampshire
Constabulary do not charge visiting aircraft landing fees, as they are not staffed to do so and this
would not be cost-effective.

A pilot wishing to visit a tenant on the airfield land owned by South East England Development
Agency (SEEDA) should work with that tenant to arrange the visit and police PPR. A SEEDA
tenant has the right to quiet and peaceful enjoyment of leased premises - however is not entitled
to facilitate parking of aircraft (based or visiting) outside of their leased area. The visitor and
tenant will need to provide contact details for the visit as per a local process agreed with GVA
Grimley.

Visiting pilots may wish to consider joining or making a voluntary donation to the Lee Flying
Association (www.eghf.co.uk) without whose considerable effort the airfield would have closed to
all visiting aircraft on 18" November 2007. The Lee Flying Association is also working toward
medium/long term operation of the airfield by a private sector aviation company — the real key to
the future of aviation at Daedalus.
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The “New Regime ": The Lee Air Ground radio frequency (118.925) is being operated
successfully by the PNGC Duty Instructors during gliding sessions, and used for ‘blind’ calls at
other times. The new Lee/Fleetlands procedures appear to be working well at this early stage.
The MoD heliport at Fleetlands and its associated ATZ remain fully operational and may be
active at any time.

It cannot be over-emphasized that all pilots, in particular visiting pilots, must be fully briefed
before flying at Lee and demonstrate good airmanship at all times. The Airfield Manual is on the
Hampshire Police Authority website and is available with a Pilot's Guide at www.eghf.co.uk.

The Main Taxiway : The main taxiway linking each end of runway 05/23 remains closed to
aircraft as a result of the small-sized gate in the temporary fencing installed for the MCA in 2006.
As plans for the Daedalus site become clear it is hoped the main taxiway will be reinstated,
further improving the safety environment for all airfield users.

Other Airfield Users : Local Aeromodelers groups and the Tigers Children’s Motorcycle Team
(pictured below practicing at Daedalus) have been extremely patient in waiting for the aviation
issues to be resolved. LFA continues to actively support both these community groups’
aspirations to reinstate their long-standing (decades) activities at Daedalus. Both have excellent
safety track records and health and safety processes.

Congratulations to  Tiger's Chairman David Spencer , who has been awarded the “Fareham
Borough Community Safety Award”,  presented by Fareham Police & the Mayor of Fareham,
for making Fareham a safer place to live.

David received this award for the work he does as Chairman of the Fareham Boxing Club
working with over 138 young people. Well done David - it is marvelous to see the tremendous
work you and your team do with young people being supported and recognised!
